. Children are collected outside the gate to the east of the school. This
avoids congestion on the steps near the library or in front of the kinder
classroom. The classroom teacher walks the children down to the gate.

. Fridays week 5 and week 10 are traditionally our formal school assem-
bly days. This term because fitness is in the afternoons we will have our
assembly commence at 9.15 am. The assemblies are held in the hall and
everyone is welcome.
