We are classified as regional NSW so:

We will be face to face teaching and learning at school.

Primary school children DO NOT need to wear masks.

Social distancing and all hygiene measures will be in place.
Restricted access to non-essential visitors is in place (including par-
ents) - no parents on site; including at the office or at assembilies. If
you need to enter the site you must phone ahead, wear a mask and
use the QR code located at the gates.

Drop off and pick up will be outside the school gates as we have
done previously (we encourage adults to stay in cars where possi-
ble).

Our canteen is non operational for a few weeks and uniform shop
will operate- online orders or send orders with students.
